2. PROPORTION OF THE SITE WHICH MAY BE COVERED,MAXIMUM F.A.R. AND MAXIMUM HEIGHT

The proportion up to which a site may be covered with building shall be in accordance with the following slabs,
remaining portion being left open in the form of an open space around the building as courtyard:-

3.BASEMENT:~

A Basement not exceeding the total permissible coverage on the ground floor intended to be used as storage and

godown may be allowed if it satisfies the public health and structural requirements.

Provided that-

i) the provision in above table are subject to the fulfilment of requirement of light, ventilation and the prescribed
limit of ground coverage;

ii) set backs shall be governed by zoning plan.

4.SUB DIVISION/ COMBINATION OF PLOTS:-
No plot shall be sub-divided. However two plots under one ownership may be combined to form a single plot except
EWS plots, subject to the following conditions:-
a) The site coverage and No. of dwelling units shall be as per II above. The maximum permissible coverage shall
be calculated considering the combined plot as a single plot.

5. SPACE AROUND BUILDING:-
All buildings other than boundary wall and gates shall be constructed only within the portion of the site marked as
residential building and shall not project beyond the portion of the site indicated as such.

6.HEIGHT OF THE BUILDING AND PERMISSIBLE NUMBER OF STOREYS:-
The maximum height and number of storeys allowed on the plot as marked in col. I of the following shall be as
indicated table therein, subject to the requirement of maximum permissible F.A.R.

7. PLINTH LEVEL:-

Unless otherwise specified cﬂ_ the Director, Plinth Height in the case of the building intended to be used for Human
habitation shall not be less than 30 cms. above the road level and in the case of the other buildings it shall not be
less than 15 cms.

8. RESTRICTION OF ACCESS FROM 30 MTS. WIDE OR MORE SECTOI: ROADS AND PUBLIC OPEN SPACES:-

In the case of plots which abut on the 30 meters or more wide sector roads and *u_o_“m which abut on public open
space,no direct access whatsoever secondary or main shall be «!lowed into the plots from such roads & open spaces.

9. SIGHT DISTANCE, BOUNDARY WALL, HEDGES AND FENCES ETC.:- ?.trt.!

10. GATE AND GATE POST:-
a) Gate and gate post shall be constructed as per approved standard design, at the position indicated on the zoning plan.

b) An additional wicket gate of standard design not exceeding 1.15 meter width may be allowed in the front &side
ccc_.am_w‘ wall provided further that no gate shall be allowed in the rear boundary wall or towards the sector
road and public open space.

11. COMMUNITY BUILDING :-

The above said zoning plan is approved subject to the condition that, the community building shall be
constructed within a period of three years.This period shall commence after two months from the issue of the
zoning plan of site during which the owner would submit their building plans for sanction.The above mentioned
three year period, however , will exclude the sixty days statutory period given for the approval of the building
plan. In case of failure to do so, the Government may take over the community site in accordance with the
provisions of Section 3(3)(a) (iv) of the Act no 8 of 1975.

12. DISPLAY OF POSTAL NUMBER UF THE PLOT :-
The premises number and postal address shall be written at the space shown for this purpose on the standard
design of the gate as per approved design.

13. GARBAGE COLLECTION POINT:-
Every plot holder shall make adequate provision for garbage collection in his own plot and make suitable

arrangement for disposal at the tow able collection point to be provided by the land owner.

14. SOLAR WATER HEATING SYSTEM:-
The use of solar water heating system as per norms specified by HAREDA is mandatory and shall be made

operational in the buildings, wherever applicable before applying for an occupation certificate.

15. The land owner of TP scheme shall obtain the clearance/NOC as per the provisions of the Notification No. S.0. 1533
(E) Dated 14/09/2006 issued by Ministry of Environment and Forest, Government of India before starting the
construction/ execution of development works at site.

16. The Owner shall use only CFL fitting for internal lighting as well as campus lighting.
